2.  PROPERTIES AND BEHAVIOUR OF POTENTIAL VICTIMS




Unruly and disruptive children who develop various forms of antisocial behavior


Passive frail and weak children


Physically weaker children


Children with less developed social skills, which are more difficult to defend


Children with different physical characters (other complexion, obesity, physical impairment, wearing glasses ...)


Learning less / more successful children


Lonely child with few friends


Less mature children


Children from poor / wealthy  family


Children protectionist parents














THE MOST NOTICEABLE FEATURE IS THE AGGRESSION


OFTEN VIOLENT EVEN TO ADULTS (PARENTS, TEACHERS)


IT IS CHARACTERIZED BY IMPULSIVITY AND A STRONG NEED TO CONTROL OTHERS


IT HAS A POSITIVE ATTITUDE TO VIOLENCE


WITHOUT  LACK OF THE ABILITY FOR EMPHATY


IT HAS A DISTINCTLY GOOD OR EXTREMELY LOW SELF-ESTEEM
